She was found 

wandering in the post office parking lot by Joanna, 

president of Encore Pets, in Feb 2010. She walked up 

to Joanna and gave her the ñtake-me-homeò look. She 

was so thin and shivering and scared that Joanna  

immediately took her to the vet. She was only about 6 

pounds and estimated about 8 years old. 

She was infested with fleas, had a bad ear infection and mammary tumors. The 

fleas were so bad that they destroyed her skin and no hair was growing along her 

back to the end of her tail. She was bathed and cleaned up and the vet staff said 

she smelled so bad that they could hardly stand it. Soon she was spayed and had 

the tumors removed as well as her front teeth, which were broken as if she had 

been kicked.  

Joanna asked me right away to foster her. I like a challenge, so this was the dog 

for me. Did I say challenge? Tina was so grateful and happy that she felt better 

right away as she fit right in with all my pets and became part of the pack. With 

just a couple of get-acquainted sniffs and wags of tails, off they went.  

She did have some problems such as the stitches opening, and the itching     

continued, but that never stopped her good behavior and good spirit. She is a 

little terrier mix dog, and she definitely has the spunk of a terrier. She is very 

independent and played well alone or with the others. It did not matter to her. 

She was just happy. Even the loss of her front teeth never stopped her playing, 

even tug of war.  

She overcame her physical problems, and her spirit never wavered. She learned 

her commands with no problem and understood everything I said. She gained 

weight to her potential of 11 pounds, and the hair started to grow back due to 

special food and good supplements.  

She loved to go to PetSmart and went right to the toy aisle where she picked out 

her own toys. She loved squeaky ones best. Everyone there knows her by sight 

because she sure is unique and she walked around like she owned the place.  

After nine months of her being with me, we finally had interest in her. I wavered 

about keeping her for myself because I love her so, but I had to think with my 

head and not my heart. I want to save others and give them a chance just as Tina 

had.  

The interest in Tina was from someone I knew who has a pack of rescued dogs 

herself, so I was not concerned at all. She wanted Tina for her mom who had just 

lost her own little dog. It was just saying goodbye I fretted about.  

When the time came to turn her over, I was so confident about it that it was the 

first time in all the dogs I have fostered that I did not cry. That is to say, not right 

away, but afterwards was a different story. For awhile, I could not talk about her 

at all because I missed her so. She will forever have a very special place in my 

heart.  

In her new home, she is loved and spoiled beyond words as the close companion 

of an elderly lady. It was certainly a match made in heaven. The family adores 

her, and, most wonderful, Tina is happy too. She has the best of everything and 

has enough toys to fill a store. She plays with the others dogs and yet she can 

have her quiet time too. And best of all for me is that I can visit her anytime I 

want to. Most of all, she is loved beyond words.  

This is what rescue is all about. We hear in the news all the bad stories, and we 

who foster have seen the cruelty firsthand, but we also experience the good  

stories and happy endings. Fostering and saving a precious animal is the most 

rewarding experience anyone could have, and by doing this, I have personally 

fulfilled a life-long dream.  

I am ready for the next challenge, and I am blessed because my pets accept all 

who arrive in our home. With a sniff and wags of tails, all is good again.
